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Hospital Stay: If you or your loved ones are admitted to Hospital, please let the
Parish Office know and we will arrange for the Hospital Deacon to visit with Holy
Communion and to provide spiritual support.

The Holy Family reminds us that no family is perfect, but
with faith and love, we can face life’s challenges
together. In 1 Samuel, we meet Hannah, a mother who
trusted God so much that she dedicated her son Samuel
to Him. Her story reflects Mary’s willingness to say “yes”
to God’s plan, even when it wasn’t easy. In Colossians,
St. Paul gives us practical advice: be kind, patient, and
forgiving with one another. He even adds a reminder for
parents and children to treat each other with respect and
love—wise words for any household! Finally, in Luke,
Jesus’ parents experience the panic of losing Him, only
to find Him focused on His Father’s work. This reminds
us that even in family life, God must come first. The Holy
Family wasn’t immune to difficulties, but their faith and
love show us how to centre our homes on God and His
plan.
